Alternatively, if your proposal was funded last year and the request is for operational funds, how will you operate this year if the DALMAC Fund does not fund your application.
4. We are returning to the practice of having an award event for members of the Tri-County Bicycle Association to hear DALMAC Fund awardees describe their projects. You will be expected to send a representative to this event.
5. If your DALMAC Fund application covers more than one project or activity, you must submit a separate application for each project or activity. Each application is ranked against other similar projects or activities.

A response within one week to email questions and/or requests for additional information from committee members is essential for grant consideration. Failure to respond will result in your application’s rejection.

Show your facility, signage, trail, or program on the video.

It can be as simple as a 30-second thank you selfie video recorded in your living room, or as complex as an edited video, your choice.
